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Minor Trafc Accident

It is accident in which the damages are limited to the vehicles

involved without any human deaths or injuries or damages to public

property or private property of third parties.

Accident Not Classied within the Minor Accidents

1. If either of the parties to the accident is intoxicated or under the 

inuence of drugs.

2. If either of the parties has no driving licence or their driving 

licence is suspended judicially or administratively.

3. If the vehicle of the faulty party is not insured.

4. If the accident results in material damage to public property or 

private property belonging to third parties.

Procedures to be followed in case of any minor road trafc

accident if parties of the accident are in agreement:

1. The vehicles involved must be moved immediately to the

side of the road.

2. The minor accident form must be lled in and signed by the 

parties involved in the accident.

3. The party which is responsible for the accident has to

deliver a copy of the minor accident form to the concerned 

insurance Company on the day of the accident or on the 

following working day of the accident. If the Faulty party does 

not go to the Concerned Insurance Company or not pay 

the excess amount, the Insurance Company has the legal & 

Judicial rights against the faulty party

If parties of the accident are in disagreement:

1. The vehicles involved must be moved immediately to the side 

of the road.

2. If the involved parties still disagree to decide who is responsible 

for the accident, they must inform the police and wait for them, 

in case they are agreed, they must ll in the form.

If parties of the accident agree that without going to an insurance

company one of them will incur the repair of the damaged vehicles,

or that each party incures the repair of the their own vehicle:

1. The vehicles involved must be moved immediately to the side 

of the road.

2. The minor accident form must be lled in and signed by the 

parties involved in the accident and immediately taken to the 

police station concerned in order to obtain a vehicle repair 

permit.

N.B :

1. This Form is to be lled legibly in triplicate. It shold be lled in 

with clear handwriting. The Original copy is for the concerned 

insurance company, the second copy for the rst party and the 

third one is for the second party. All motorists must have this 

form in their vehicles.

2. Information given herein should be accurate, correct and true, 

otherwise the person shall be held accountable

3. It is advised that the accident be photographed by a mobile 

phone camera or any other type of digital cameras (if available).

4. If there are many vehicles involved in or affected by the 

accident, additional copies of this form are to be lled in.

5. A party who refuses to remove their vehicle from the road 

immediately after the accident shall be deemed at fault 

(deliberate disruption of the trafc).
